4. Alumni Ambassadors commit to serve a minimum of two years and to attend Alumni
Ambassador Training at the next Balfour LTW, which will be held July 29 — July 31, 2010
in Chapel Hill, NC.

5. Ambassadors need to be self-motivated, comfortable with ‘cold-calling’, organized and
have the necessary time to accomplish the responsibilities of the position.
